Essay on this topic: “Of which of your academic accomplishments are you most proud,
and why?” Essay should be no longer than one type-written page, double spaced.

* 2.5 (or above) weighted GPA

* School involvement (submit school-format resume, and any other info. that will
describe your activities at LHS in more detail)

* One Teacher or LHS Staff recommendation

* Essay on this topic: “How have you contributed to LHS during your years here? What
involvement have you had with the school? (This can be through clubs, activities, sports,
groups, volunteering, etc.) How has your involvement been a positive contribution to our
school?” Essay should be no longer than one type-written page, double spaced.
